DorGimrs.—One cup of sour milk, one cup of sugar, one teaspoon of salt, one small
teaspoon of soda or saleratus, two eggs, and a piece of butter the size of an egg.

Excellent Yeast.—Two tablespoonfuls of hops to a quart of water; let them steep

well; make a thickening of six potatoes mashed fine, and three tablespoonfuls of flour

worked into the pctatoes ; strain the hop water upon it, stir it well, and when cool enough
add yeast to work it. Bottle and keep in a cool place.

To Pickle Cucumbers {The best receipt known).—Wash them. Make a brine strong

enough to bear up a potato. Let the pickles stand in it three days. Pour off the brine and
boil it, and pour it back over the pickles boiling hot, and let them stand a day and a night.

Take them out and wipe them dry and lay them in a jar. Spice vinegar to suit and pour
it over jem boiling hot. In a week or two they will be ready for use.

CoccuxfT Pcddisg.—Break the cocoanut and save the milk
;
peel off the brown skin,

and grate the cocoanut very fine. Take the same weight of cocoanut, fine white sugar, an d
butter; rub the butter and sugtr to a cream and add five eggs well beaten, one cup of
cream, the milk of the cocoanut, and a little grated lemon Line a dish with rich paste,
